Starting in 2012 Infant, Child and Adult CPR and First Aid
will be offered as ONE Class

Child Care Resource Network in Partnership with the American Red Cross of Greater Buffalo is working to
stream line the process of meeting the CPR and First Aid OCFS regulatory requirement listed below by
combining the CPR and First Aid Classes into one class for all providers. Providers will receive 7 hours of
training for Members $30 and Non-members $50.

As of December 11, 2010 all child care providers must have at least one caretaker who holds a valid certificate in

cardiopul monary resuscitation (CPR) and first aid on the

operating hours.  This law may require that most programs have multiple persons trained in both courses so that the
program stays in compliance when any one of those trained staff persons is absent. In addition, substitutes for family child
care providers would also need to be trained in CPR and First Aid when supervising children in the absence of the
provider.

Both CPR and First Aid have 2 Year Certifications

The SACC Program is designed to be completed in 9 months and requires approximately 90 hours of seminar
instruction. Additional training is required for certification in CPR and First Aid. The candidate also commits to work
with their advisor in preparation for the Final Assessment.
